Established on February 9, 1960 at the University of California, Los Angeles (UCLA), the Southern California Chapter was the first regional chapter to be 
organized within the Society for Ethnomusicology.1 When the chapter’s region was expanded in 2009 to include the state of Hawai'i, the chapter’s name was
changed to the Society for Ethnomusicology Southern California and Hawai'i Chapter (SEMSCHC).
